 Information for the Practical Skills Day                             
When is it?

       Saturday 25th June 2011.
Where is it?

Lower Grange Farm, the new Kent County Events, Activities and camping site for Scouts.
How do I get there?

The site is located in Grange Road very near to Junction 6 of the M20, and the A229 at the bottom end of Bluebell Hill, Maidstone.    See attached Map which gives the details.
Do I need to attend for the whole day?

No: You may just attend zones which suit your needs and time you have available. 

Can I just turn up?

No: You will need to register your intent prior to the event and before the closing date for applications.

Do I need to complete an application form?

Yes. You will need to complete and submit the attached application form directly to Ed Cheesman, course director for this event (see application form for addresses). Also, please send a copy of the application to your Local Training Manager for his/her records.
Please submit your application by 03-06-11.
What is the cost?

There is no charge for the training.
What are the catering arrangements?

The only catering provided will be the supply of tea/coffee.  Please bring your own mug, if you can (standard size!) and of course, your own packed lunch.
Will I receive confirmation of my application?                 

           Yes: Be sure to give your correct e-mail address, legibly written in                                      BLACK ink.  A SAE is required for postal applications reply, (otherwise you     will not receive one).

Is uniform required?

        No, but name badges will be issued and must be worn at all times       

         whilst on site; for security reasons.
Will I be able to have modules validated?
No: The ZONE Team Leaders will be available for you to ask about the required validation criteria to assess any learning/training. However the purpose of the day is to for you to try some new skills and activities. Any learning/training acquired at this weekend will need to be validated at a later date by a Training Adviser or a person appointed to validate modules/skills.
Will I receive a certificate?

Yes. A certificate of attendance will be delivered to your local LTM after the event.
Other points…………

The six zones will be operating all day (apart from lunch break).  Booking in times are not required.  “Dip in and out of Zones as required” will be the order of the day.  If the Zone you want to attend is busy, just pass on to one which may be less busy, then return later.
Although you may already hold a Wood Badge or have satisfactorily completed module 18, any sessions attended and new skills attained during this weekend will qualify towards your on-going learning: (discuss with your Training Adviser later).

Programme for Practical Skills Day, 25th June 2011
The Skills Day is primarily aimed at providing all Adult Leaders, Assistant Leaders, Section Assistants and Occasional Adult Helpers from all sections, and even Quartermasters and Group committee members, with the opportunity to gain knowledge in a wide variety of practical Scouting skills and to share some of their skills with others. The intent is to accommodate all levels of experience; so for instance, even if you have never learnt to tie a knot in your life or if you have years of experience in knotting or pioneering, there will probably be something which may be new to you.
The skills will be available in ZONES of compatible skills, headed by a ZONE Team Leader, directing the skills tutors.  Between them, the tutors will have a variety of skills and will be able to teach from the very basic level of skills through to a more advanced level.

       Note that there will be no “official” morning or afternoon break.
ZONE 1 - HAVE A GO!

The main idea of this ZONE is to allow Leaders to experience activities such as Archery, and Climbing using the County’s mobile climbing tower (as the site’s climbing facilities are, unfortunately, not expected to be completed by the day of the event.  Information will be available about how to become qualified to instruct or to be able to arrange for the young people to experience such activities.  Representatives for the County Land, Sea and Air Activities teams will be present with information, leaflets and events planned for the remainder of the year and advance information for next year. 
ZONE 2 - SCOUT NAV.
The ZONE will include basic instruction about maps and map reading, through to more advanced navigation. Information on making simple maps or building relief models from maps, will all be available, combined with associated games.    Also covered will be use of compass; how to take and use bearings for orienteering.  Suitable for all Leaders of Explorers, Scouts, Cub Scouts and even Beavers, you can follow the simple Orienteering course, which demonstrates the simplest of routes, or hone your compass techniques out in the field with some straightforward exercises. This year, in addition to the aforementioned, we will also have information and demonstrations of the 21st century navigation sport of “Geocaching”.This sport requiring use of high tech gadgets, using GPS or some mobile ‘phones, to locate a hidden cache of “treasure”. In addition to the demos you’ll be able to have a go and find a cache.  All the info required will be on hand.
         ZONE 3 – LIGHT THE FIRE AND COOK!
Camp Fires for camp cooking and cooking skills.  Have a go at cooking without pots and pans – fish in wet newspaper, pizza on cooking foil, sausages on a stick etc., etc. good fun is provided by this ZONE.  Ask about site layouts, making camp gadgets, camp kitchens, types of wood for fires, use of gas stoves, paraffin stoves, Trangiers, Tilley lamps etc.  This is a very “hands on“ ZONE: with your d.i.y. lunch treat as a result.                                          
         ZONE 4 - KNOTTY SOLUTIONS

All you wanted to know about knots, how to tie them and know of their uses. The ZONE will include information and instruction on basic knots right through to more advanced ones.  There will be lanyard making and other rope craft to try, whipping, splices and some specialty knots.  Have some fun with table-top and mini pioneering, then follow on to the full size and learn and use blocks and tackle. There will be a large pioneering project (e.g. monkey bridge) for you join in with its building.  Then have a walk on the “wire” and traverse the imaginary chasm!  Safety, whilst using ropes, spars, etc will also be emphasized.  

         ZONE 5 - TAKE YOUR PICK

This ZONE is a miscellany of topics and will include items as diverse as, Games for all sections; Wide games; Ceremonies – all sections; Scouts Own; organizing and running craft and model making; etc. (mainly for Beavers and Cub Scouts but not exclusively so).  There will be a camp fire “workshop”: Learn how to lead a campfire and to suggest appropriate material for all sections. 
Important Notes:
Everyone attending this event must sign on when arriving and sign out on departing.  This is a safety requirement:  The organizing team needs to know who is on site; especially, if an unfortunate incident occurs.
Applicants; you are required to complete an application form for the day but there is no need to book the Zone activities, although it will be helpful to know the Zones in which you are interested and likely to be attending – see application form.
This event is for Adult Leaders only (over 18 years of age).  This will enable Leaders attending, not having to worry about young people for a change!  Hopefully after this day you may be encouraged to such a day’s activities for your young people.
Before you depart for the day, please complete a feedback form: It’s important for the team to know what you thought of the event and how it can be improved.
